What did your grandparents do for fun when they were your age?  What's a poodle skirt? What was it like to live in the 60s? Do you eat differently than teenagers did in the 40s?  What type of music did young people use to like in the 70s?

Those are just some of the questions you may ponder while conducting research for your new retro research project, Time Machine.  This is your chance to take a trip back in time to see what life was like in the not too distant past.  It's time to take a ride in...the Time Machine.
TASK

You and your group will conduct research on your designated decade, which will be presented on stage in front of the class Use PowerPoint to present your findings. Your  presentation and visuals should be thorough, interesting, interactive and creative.
Try to limit your presentation to five-six minutes.
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PROCESS                                                         

1.   Join the group of time travellers that your teacher has assigned you to.

2.   Each member of the group must take on one of the following roles: 

· Arts and Entertainment Specialist

· People and Events Coordinator 

· Fashion and accessories Guru

· Lifestyles and Sports Expert
Each of you must research the following questions that go along with your role. Click on your role to download your research organizer.

All will be assessed as a group and also as an individual.  You should pull your own weight!

Use the rubric in this webquest to help you stay on task throughout the project.  Since use on school computers will be limited, much of your online research will be done at home or at the local library.

The links for your decade should help you to find the most relevant information.
Arts and Entertainment Specialist 

· What were some of the popular forms of entertainment during the decade? (examples: radio shows, television, books, movies, theatre, musical artists etc.)

· Who were some influential artists of that time? What pieces of art did they create?

· Find a song from the 40s/50s/60s/70s to play or sing for the class. Motivate your choice. Illustrate the singer’s/band’s biography (about 80 words)
People and Events Coordinator
· What were the main historical, political, military events that that took place in the 40s/50s/60s/70s? Who were the most important people in these events?

· What were some of the important inventions and discoveries?

· Choose a political man/woman or a person who has led a social movement and illustrate his/her biography (about 80 words). Motivate your choice

Fashion Guru
· What were the major fashion trends in the 40s/50s/60s/70s?

· Who were the important fashion designers in those years? What important innovations did they create? What improvements did they make to existing garments?

· Choose a typical attire (ie a dress, a suit, etc.) to describe in front of the class (about 80 words). Motivate your choice

Lifestyles and social events Expert

· What was life like in the 40s/50s/60s/70s (role of women, schooling, family life, etc)?

     What were the main leisure time activities in the 40s (hobbies, sports activities, etc)?

· What important social events took place in that decade?

· Describe the most original pastime activity of the decade you have chosen (about 80 words). Motivate your choice

Use the resources provided in the Resources section of the quest to gather information on these questions.

Review all of your answers and each of you will choose the four most important pieces of information that you found. This information will be used for your multi-media presentation.

Put all of your information together to create a PowerPoint presentation that you will use to teach 
your decade
Present your PowerPoint to the class. At the time of your presentation, you will turn in your answers to the research questions.
